Option #1 – Nominate Yourself

This award recognizes a student who exemplifies an active commitment to serving others, who through their 
selfless motivation increase awareness of a cause or purpose on campus and encourage the involvement of other 
members of the NLU or greater community.

1. The nominee must have an overall GPA of 2.50. 
2. The student must be in good academic and judicial standing with the University. 
3. The nominee must have demonstrated an outstanding dedication to a service or a cause or purpose 

within the NLU or greater community. 
4. The nominee must have gone above and beyond the expectations of the organization being assisted. 
5. The nominee must have demonstrated enthusiasm and excitement for the cause or purpose. 
6. The nominee must have demonstrated the ability to get others involved in the cause or purpose.
